FROM THE PASTOR:
This is the last full week of Lent. We can feel the confict and struggle developing
in the readings. As we read about the drama that surrounded Jesus’ last days on
earth and refect upon its meaning, we experience how the drama that is going
on in our own hearts is more intense the closer we get to the end of Lent.

The Spirit of the Lord is really trying to help us be more open and more free,
to receive the graces our Lord wants to ofer us. There is another spirit that is
fghtng just as hard to distract us, discourage us, and prevent us from being
open and atentve to God’s gifs. The closer we get to the mystery of our Lord’s
passion, death, and resurrecton for us, the more we can experience struggle. If |
experience myself somewhat “at war” with myself, then these are very important
days to keep deliberately asking our Lord to help me. It is also a great tme to
begin to prepare to renew the baptsmal promises at Easter. We can reject the
unloving choices we’ve made, all that is unjust, dishonest, disrespectul and
violent. We want to refuse to be mastered by empty promises. Declaring our
desire for freedom is a great preparaton to receive this great gif. If we are
celebratng the Scrutnies with the RCIA candidates and catechumens, this is a
wonderful tme to pray for them as well, for their protecton from the evil one in
the last days of their journey.

If we have developed the habit of naming a desire the frst thing each morning,
and carrying on a conversaton with our Lord in the brief background moments of
the day, we are already comfortable with lettng the Word or the Season interact
with the concrete events of the week. This way of fnding intmacy with our Lord,
through our daily interacton — even in a very busy life — is so appropriate for the
Fifh Week of Lent. We can discover areas that are stll resistant to God’s grace.
We can ask for help to practce new ways of being free, or new ways of loving. We
can fnd ways to make fnancial sacrifces to give to the poor this week.Each night
this week, we can give thanks. The closer we get to celebratng Holy Week and
the events that brought us our salvaton, each of us can express our grattude,
realizing this was all for me.
